The story of The Prodigal Son found in Luke15 is the perfect example of our ability to come 
to God with a heart of repentance.

I will say father, father,  I have sinned against 
you and I've sinned against heaven. I'm no longer worthy to be called your son, just make me 
as one of your hired servants (Luke 15:17-21).
